1. From the Stockton home page (stockton.edu), click @ĺ (top right). 
2. At the GoStockton Portal Login page, click �īÍèħæĺÍŘî. 

 

3. If you login to the goStockton Portal, you can also access Blackboard in the Portal by 
clicking the Bb icon on the top right. 
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4. Next, click [ĺČĖĲϙſĖťēϙ�ťĺèħťĺĲϙ�èèĺŪĲť. In Blackboard, find your courses listed under 
Fall 2024. Click on the course you would like to work on to open it.

By default, your course will open in Original View. Skip to page 4 for Blackboard Ultra View. 

1. To place materials in your course, you’ll need to create a �ĺĲťôĲťϙ�ŘôÍ first. With your 
mouse, point at the plus sign icon on the top left, above the left menu. 

2. Click �ĺĲťôĲťϙ�ŘôÍ. 

 

3. Enter a name. We recommend Course Content. 
4. Make sure �ŽÍĖīÍæīôϙťĺϙ�ŜôŘŜ is selected and click �ŪæıĖť. 
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5. Click �ĺŪŘŜôϙ�ĺĲťôĲť on the left menu.

Stockton faculty have the option of switching their Blackboard courses from Original to 
Ultra View. 

1. In your Blackboard course, click the ĺŕôĲϙīĺèħϙĖèĺĲ on the top right. 
2. Click the ƅôīīĺſϙĖèĺĲϙſĖťēϙÍϙŕôĲèĖī that appears to the left of the lock icon.
