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"Burlington County College's sustainability and alternative energy degree programs were
created, in part, due to the growing demand for talented and trained green professionals," said
Burlington County College President David C. Hespe.

"This agreement affords BCC students studying sustainability the very important opportunity to
continue to pursue a bachelor's degree in this field. We are proud to partner with institutions like
The Richard Stockton College. They have been leaders in this area and environmental
innovators," Hespe continued.

There are two dozen majors that Burlington County College students can major in that will allow
them to join the GAP program, including biology, environmental science, physics, literature,
social work and health science.
