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The wreath was laid by Stockton 2014 graduate Robert Sister and his wife, Ty, both of whom 
are veterans.  

Stockapella, a student a capella group, sang the national anthem and “Amazing Grace” during 
the ceremonies, and student Brielle Lord played Taps. Members of the Galloway Township 
Police Department, the Campus Police K-9 unit and members of the Stockton SVO presented 
the colors. Qwishan Isaac, a student veteran, read the Victorian-era poem, “Invictus,” by William 
Henley, noting that the Latin title means unconquered, “which is the mindset of veterans.” 

 

Pastor John Quinn, also a faculty member at Stockton, gave the invocation and led prayers. He 
said the love and sacrifice of service people has given us freedom.
