school.   

O n t he nig ht  of  N ovem ber  9 ,  1938 ,  t he nig ht of  Kr ist allnacht , t he G est apo raided t he f arm  and 
ar r est ed m ost  of  t he boys and st af f  and t ook  t hem  t o near by Buchenwald .  Alt houg h t hey wer e 
r eleased f r om  t he concent r at ion cam p and allowe d t o r et ur n t o Gr oss - Br essen,  t he st udent s 
q uick ly soug h t t o secur e e m igr at ion.  T hirt y - one went  t o Aust r alia and ot her s lef t  f or what  was  
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t hen Palest ine,  Kenya,  Eng land and Arg ent ina.  Thir t y - seven went  t o t he Unit ed St at es t o work  
on a c om m unal f ar m in Burk eville,  VA 
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
